Fr-rr1he1

broiler farming returns back its initial investment in shofter period, 09 nronth s, * h ile ir takes

longer period, 30 months, for layer farming. Regarding risk analysis, it is found that the miclo

scale poultry farming is a risky busiriess in general clue tq tlie dvnarnic triarket conditions,

changes in inpgt consumption rates and maintenance qr-rality of chicken. The profitabilitf is

also founcl to be more seusitive to the urarkJ price, leecl cosl JLrtput cluantitv and the nornral

loss. Thus, farmers shall coucentrate continuousl.v both on minimizing cost of ir-rputs' chicks

and feed, and maximizing or,rtpr.rt quantity with rcduction of normal loss so that they coLrld

achieve sustainable profitabiIity in poultry fanrring.
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
